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MPAS Accessibility & Accommodations Process

A student may already
be connected with AES,
self-identify, or be
referred by the MPAS
program to create a
proactive plan that
supports their learning

and success.

The student must
connect or re-engage
with AES, since prior

accommodation plans
from other programs
do not automatically
carry forward into
MPAS.

AES reviews student’s
documentation,
determines eligibility,
and provides
recommendations for
reasonable

accommodations.

An APWG is formed
with the student and
relevant program
faculty. A draft plan
that supports program
standards and
essential competencies
is created.

The student shares the

final plan with relevant

instructors; the LEC and
Academic Director

support implementation

and ongoing review to
promote student

success.

Accommodation planning working group (APWG) Membership: The APWG includes the student, the Learner Experience Coordinator (LEC), the
Academic Director (or designate), and an Access and Equity Services (AES) Advisor. The student may also choose to bring an optional support person.
